The market town of Banbury with its shops and
cafes and Stratford-upon-Avon, birthplace of William
Shakespeare, are also within easy travelling distance.

Travel and booking

Travel

We operate free airport transfers on scheduled arrival
and departure dates between Heathrow and Sibford (172
hours) and between Heathrow and Port Regis (2 hours).

Our teachers meet students on arrival and assist them
on departure. Where possible we will put you in contact
with other parents so that children can travel together.
Young children and those who have not travelled alone
before can travel in the care of airline staff. This is safe
and normal.

For students who arrive or depart outside our free
transfer times, or at other airports (including Gatwick) we
can arrange escorted taxi transfers at extra cost.

Booking
Note! We limit the number of students who share the
same mother tongue so early booking is recommended.

If a place is available we will
request your deposit (£200) and send you a link to your
online account. Here you can find complete pre-course
information (clothes list, airport procedures, school
rules, etc.) check booking details, make payments and
send travel details. The balance of fees is payable six
weeks before arrival.

*Free transfers apply to arrivals 1100 - 1600hrs, departures 1200 - 1600hrs, on scheduled arrival /
departure days. Transfers outside the above times or via other airports can be arranged at extra cost.

Conditions

Accuracy of details: we accept bookings on the
understanding that the booker provides accurate details.
At any time during the course we may request to see
official documentation (eg. a passport) to confirm a child's
age and identity. If proof cannot be provided, or if we
discover that significantly inaccurate details have been
provided at the time of booking, we reserve the right to
remove the child from the course without refund of fees.

The deposit: if a place is available we will request a
deposit of £200 to secure the booking. This must be paid
within 10 days of making the booking: if not, the place will
automatically become available to other students. The
deposit is refundable (minus a 15% administration charge)
only for certified illness or injury or on production of a valid
visa refusal letter.

The balance: the balance of fees is payable 6 weeks

before the child attends. If a booking is made less than 6
weeks before attending, the deposit and balance will be
payable within 10 days. If any fees remain unpaid 14 days
or more after the payment date on the invoice the place will
be cancelled.

Cancellation: if a child fails to attend or is withdrawn 30
days or less before a course begins or is withdrawn during
a course there will be no refund of fees except for valid
insurance claims (see ‘Insurance 2008’)

Expulsion: we reserve the right to repatriate a child at any
time at the parent / guardian’s expense if we consider the
child’s behaviour to be detrimental to the general welfare of
the school, without refund of fees.

Changes to the programme: programme details are

published in good faith. We reserve the right to make
changes to any aspect of the course if necessary.
